What’s Been Happening?

Sept. 27, 2008

On September 27, retired police Sergeant Dan Davis spoke to the Historical Society. He
brought memorabilia and pictures to go along with his talk. He was with the NCH police
department from 1979 until 2003. He also lived in North College Hill during his years on the
police department.

When North College Hill changed from a village to a city, the only police officer to hold the
title of Marshall and Police Chief is Frank Niehause. City Hall was built in 1930.

Two police officers are recognized in the National Law Enforcement Memorial in Washington,
D.C. They are Peter Dunley of Hungarian descent who was Killed in the line of duty in 1928
and Arthur Howard Seaman who was killed in a traffic accident in 1923. He is the first officer
to die on duty. He was in a sidecar of a motorcycle. The vehicle that hit him was a hit and run
and the person was never found. He is buried in Evergreen Cemetery in Southgate, Kentucky.
It wasn’t known he was a police officer until many years later when relatives of his sister were
going through her house when she passed away and pictures and information were found
buried amongst papers in the attic. A nephew called the NCH police department looking for
and giving information about his uncle.

The more known Peter Marshall Dunley was killed at the Pelican Club, a pool hall/speak easy
at the corner of Sundale and Hamilton Avenue. Officer Dunley was the only officer at the
time. He happened into the pool hall while the Zwick Brothers, who already had a lengthy
criminal past, were trying to shake down the owner. Officer Dunley tried to help but was
immediately shot down. Two others were also wounded in the gunfire. The Zwick Brothers
were apprehended but were never charged with the crime since they killed all the witnesses.
However they did go to jail for killing the witnesses. One of the Zwick gang was finally killed
and the other did serve 39 years in prison but was eventually paroled and lived out the rest of
his life in a nursing home. The Zwick Brothers of Price Hill were linked to the Capone gang
and had a long list of criminal activity.

Officer Dunley went up against 5-armed men and lost his life when they turned and shot at him
as he was reaching for his gun. He was taken to Good Sam Hospital where he died of his
wounds. He is buried at St. Mary’s Cemetery.

Sergeant Davis also touched on the Lois Drive murder in 1962. John Jackson Cooper was
bludgeoned to death and his body was dismantled to destroy evidence while the mother was in
the hospital. The step dad left a note that her son had gone away to California and the step dad
was taking a trip south and if she wanted to contact him she could do it through the classifieds
of the Detroit newspaper.

When the mother returned home she contacted Police Chief Stan Petite. The police started
getting phone calls telling of body parts left on roads to Atlanta and Florida. The step dad was
finally caught. He confessed to manslaughter and served time. He has since been released
from prison. This story has been written up in a pulp fiction detective magazine

Dr. Paul Wittekind of the Roger Bacon Social Studies Dept. was the speaker and spoke
on the topic of WW II. 21 people attended including 4 veterans. Dr. Wittekind started
off with the fact that Harry Truman was the most unprepared for the presidency. He
was not part of the Washington elite and was seldom included by President Roosevelt
on any important talks. Dr. Wittekind mentioned this because of the recent election
both Obama and Sarah Palin, had little experience. Truman was in the infantry during
WWI. He was the only president not to graduate from college. So when Roosevelt died
Truman was thrown into the Presidency with the country at war during WWII and at
the same time during the start of the cold war with Russia. Truman became senator in
1934 and 1940. In 1944, he became Vice President. When he ran for president he also
had a skeleton in his closet, his involvement with Prendergast. Harry S. Truman enjoyed
an honorable relationship with the Democratic boss of Kansas City, Thomas J.
Pendergast. During the years when he was a county official in Missouri, down to the
time in 1939 when as a U.S. senator he saw the boss sent to Leavenworth for income
tax evasion. In Jackson County and in faraway Washington he cooperated on patronage
issues with Boss Tom, but did not involve himself in the illegalities and especially the
financial dealings that put Pendergast in prison and destroyed the Kansas City machine.

Churchill, Truman and Stalin attended the Potsdam Conference in August 1945, President
Truman tried to tell Stalin about the bombing that was about to happen in Japan, Stalin
immediately blew him off because his spy network had already

informed him. el

The bombing of Hiroshima marked the beginning of the end of |
the war in the Pacific. Japan surrendered shortly after a second
bomb was dropped on Nagasaki, three days later. This saved
many more American casualties.

On August 6, 1945 Colonel Paul Tibbet’s flew the Enola Gay
over Hiroshima and dropped the atomic bomb. This ended
WWII with the surrender of Japan. Colonel Paul Tibbet’s died
recently at age 92. At the time of the dropping of the bomb
there had been a million war casualties. Had Germany not
surrendered a few weeks earlier, there is no doubt that

The Hiroshima bomb killed
Germany would have been bombed. Gen. Tibbet’s had asked about 140,000 Japanese

for no funeral or headstone as he feared opponents of the

bombing may use it as a place of protest.
